PSLG





What is PSLG?





The Public Safety Liaison Group is a Bradford Council led Group consisting of core Council sections with interests or legislation dealing with public safety together with representatives of the Emergency Services.





The PSLG provide liaison between the various member organisations, enabling the spread of information and the opportunity for each organisation to comment on any issues that affect its work or areas of responsibility.





If you are planning an event that may affect Public Safety, please contact the PSLG.  We can advise the relevant organisations, communicate your plans and offer advice regarding the event.

Emergency Planning Unit





Emergency Planning Unit (EPU) is responsible for co-ordinating the Councils response to emergencies by activating/implementing special arrangements.  





EPU can provide advice in relation to emergency planning issues regarding public safety/large scale events and can be activated if an incident/emergency was to occur.  If an event is deemed to have a high or specific risk then special arrangements may be arranged prior to the event.





The aim of the response would be to:





assist the emergency services in order to save life and alleviate suffering; 


assist emergency services in order to mitigate the incident and prevent its escalation;


liaise with all agencies involved in the response;


restore normality via recovery process; and


maintain normal Council services where possible.





EPU also chair the PSLG and act as the first contact point for all event organisers.





Building Control





Building Control are responsible for ensuring the safe erection and use of permanent and temporary structures associated with entertainment, public processions, open air meetings or similar events.  They have powers to remove, make safe or prohibit the use of any dangerous structure.





They are responsible for ensuring that pleasure fairs are properly organised and run to adequate standards of public safety.  They also have responsibility with the Fire Service to ensure certain premises are safe in case of fire.





Environmental Protection





Environmental Protection are responsible for health and safety at events other than on the public highway. They are also responsible for food safety at all events.





Leisure Service





The Leisure Service are responsible for the letting of Parks, Recreation Grounds and open spaces. The Division are also able to offer advice to event organisers on event related subjects such as:





safety document assembly;


emergency planning;


risk assessment; and


general guidance on event planning.





Event organisers seeking to use land managed by the department for an event will need to apply and complete the division’s booking form and receive authorisation prior to the event being held. Applicants should contact 01274 433828 for the necessary booking forms and terms and conditions. 





Highways





The Council can make orders for temporarily road closures prohibiting the use of a road by vehicles to facilitate any sporting event, social event or entertainment which is held on it. Roads may be closed for both small and large events, including processions and street parties, subject to a road closure order being granted.  At least twelve weeks notice is required for a small event to comply with the Traffic Management Act 2004.  For a large event, which may require a temporary traffic regulation order, then six months notice is required.  Guidance for events affecting the highway can be found in the “Good Practice Safety Guide for small and sporting events”. Banners cannot be placed across or adjacent to the Highway, the Highways Act 1980 prevents this. Similarly posters advertsing your event cannot be placed on lighting columns, traffic signs or pedestrian guardrail.  Fly posting could incur a fine.  Off highway sites should be sought to advertise your event.





Licensing Team





The Licensing Team are responsible for processing, issuing and ensuring compliance with a wide variety of licenses and permits in relation to events. These would include:





Public Entertainment - For all outdoor public musical events held on private land and most indoor public events involving music or dancing.


Street Collections - For any collection of monies from the public for charitable purposes.





West Yorkshire Ambulance Service 





The West Yorkshire Metropolitan Ambulance Service (WYMAS) are responsible for ensuring that the event organiser has planned for and provided adequate first aid and/or medical cover. This includes staffing, facilities, communications and contingency planning. 





They may require copies of appropriate certificates detailing the qualification(s) of staff providing cover at events. This information will be required at least 14 days prior of the event, in order that qualifications can be verified.





WYMAS may carry out inspections of the first aid/medical facilities, prior to and/or during the event, in order to ensure that provision meets the required standard as laid down in The Events Safety Guide.





Further guidance on first aid/medical cover can be found in The Event Safety Guide’ (also known as the Purple Guide). 





West Yorkshire Fire Service





The West Yorkshire Fire Service are responsible for enforcing relevant Fire Safety Legislation, advising the Licensing Team with regard to ensuring compliance with requirements of licenses and permits and giving advice to organisers where appropriate





West Yorkshire Police





The West Yorkshire Police can offer advice and assistance to individuals or groups who organise events or demonstrations on crowd safety, community tensions, the likelihood of public disorder and other community issues.
